I am directed to state that the Election Commission has announced the schedule for 

holding General Elections to Lok Sabha and to the Legislative Assemblies of the States of 

Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Orissa and Sikkim and certain bye-elections (Press 

,Notes No. ECI/PN/23/2024, and No. ECI/PN/24/2024 both dated 16th March, 2024, available 

at the Commission's website- www.eci.gov.in). 

2. With this announcement, the provisions of the Model Code of Conduct for the guidance 

of the Political Parties and Candidates have come into force with immediate effect and will 

be in force till the completion of the General Elections and bve-elections, mentioned 

above. This may be brought to the notice of the Central and all State Governments/Union 

Territory Administrations, all Ministries/Departments/Offices of the Union Government and 

the State Governments/Union Territory Administrations. A copy of instructions issued by you 

to this effect may be sent to the Commission for its information and record . 

3. Your particular attention is drawn to th e provis ions of Mod el Code of Conduct for th e 

guidance of Political Parti es and Candi da tes and various instructions issued by th e 

Commission, \Vhi ch, inte r- a li a, state that the party in power ' 'vhethe r a t the Centre or in the 
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State or States conce rned, shall ensure that no cause is given for any co mplai nt that it has used 

its official position for th e purp ose of its election campaign and in particular:-

(i) (a) The Ministers shall not combine th eir official visit with electionee ring . •ork and 

shall not also make use of official machinery or personnel durin g th e electioneering 

work; 

(b) Government transport including official air-crafts, vehi cl es, machine r and 

personnel shall not be used for furtherance of the interes t of the party in power; 

(ii) Public places such as maidans etc., for holding election meetings, and use of helipads fo r 

air-flights in connection with elections shall not be monopolised by the party in po wer. Other 

parties and candidates shall be allowed the use of such places and facilities, on the same terms 

and conditions, on which they are used by the party in power; 

(iii) Rest houses, dak bungalows or other Government accommodations in the States/Unio n 

Territories where elections have been announced or are taking place can be given to the 

political function aries who are provided security by the State in 'Z' scale or above or equi valent 

by various State Governments or the Central Government unde r provisio ns of th eir la\•vs, on 

equitable basis. Thi s shall be subject to condition that such accommodation is not already 

allotted or occupied by election related officials or the Commission's Obse rvers. Such political 

functionaries shall not carry out any political activity while staying in the Governmen t Guest 

Houses/Rest Houses or other Government accommodation ~tc.; 

(iv) Issue of advertisement at the cost of public exchequer in the . newspapers and other . 

media and the misuse of official mass media during the election period for partisan coverage of 

political news and publicity regarding achievements with a view to furthe ring the prospects of 

the party in power shall be scrupulously avoided; 

(v) Ministers and other authorities shall not sanction grants/payments out of di scretionary 

funds from the tim e, elections are anno unced by the Commiss ion; an d 

(vi) From the time, elections are an nounced by Commission, Ministers and other authorities 

shall not -

(a) announce any financial grants, in any form or promises thereof; or 

r21y [(J Ur1 dat·iti D St ones CtC. of projects Ot 
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h;wc the effect of influenci ng rhe vmers in f;Ivour of the party .in power. 

4. As will be observed from Para 3{Clause iv} above, no advertisement shall be iss ued in 

electronic and print media highlighting the achievements of the Govt. at the cost of publi c 

exchequer. If any advertisement has already been re leased for telecast/broadcast or 

publication in th e pr int media, it must be ensured that th e telecast/broadcas t of such ads on 

electronic media is stopped forthwi th and that no such ad is published in any newspapers, 

magazines, et c., i.e. in print med ia, fro m today itself and it should be immediately withdrawn. 

5. The instruction of the Comm iss ion contained in its letter 

No .437/6/INST /ECI/FUNCT /MCC/2024(MCC ENFORCEMENT) dated 2nd January, 2024 is 

avail able on the Commission's website at path - "https://www.eci gov. in/ iss ue-details­

page/instructions" for your informati on and necessary action. The Commiss ion's all other 

relevan t instructions, 'Manual on Model Code of Conduct' and 'Compendium of Ins tru ctions on 

Model Code of Condu ct' are a lso avail able on the Commiss ion's webs ite for your guid ance . 

6. The Commission further di rects that th ere shall be a total ban on the transfer of all 

officers/officials conn ected with th e conduct of the election. These include but a re not 

restricted to: -

i) The Chief Electoral Officer and Additional/Joint/Deputy Chief Electoral Officers; 

ii) Divis ional Commissioners; 

iii) The District Election Offi cers, Returnin g Officers, Assistant Returning Office rs and 

other Revenue Officers connected with the conduct of election; 

iv) Officers of the Police Department connected with the management of election, like 

range IGs an d DIGs, Senior Superinten dents of Police and Superintendents of Poli ce, 

Sub-Di vis ional Police Offi cers like Deputy Superintendents of Poli ce and other 

Police office rs who are deputed to th e Commission under secti on 28A of th e 

Representati on of th e Peo ple Act, 195 1; 

v) The transfer orders iss ued in respect of the above ca tegories of officers prio r to the 

date of ann ou ncement but no t implemented till da te s hould not be given effect to 

without ob ta ining specific permiss ion fro m the Com miss ion in thi s r egard; 



vi) This ban shall be effective ti ll the completion of the election . The Commission 

further directs that the State Governments should refrain from making transfers of 

senior officers who have a role in the management of election in the State; 

vii) In those cases where transfer of an officer is necessa ry on account of administrati e 

exigen cies, the co ncerned State Government m ay w ith full jus tifi catio n approach the 

Commiss ion for prior clearance.

Sabha members) Local Area Development fund shall be made in any part of th e 

country where election is in p rogress. Similarly no fresh re lease of fun ds und er 

the MLAs' I MLCs' Local Area Development Fund shall be made, if any s uch 

scheme is in operation, ti ll the co mpl etion of election process. 

b) No wo rk shall start in respect of which work orders have been issued before the 

iss ue of this letter but the work has actually not started in the field . These works 

can start only after the completion of election process. Howeve r, if a work has 

actually s tarted, that can continue. 

c) There shall be no bar to th e release of p ayments for completed work(s) subj ect 

to the full satisfaction of th e concerned officials. 

d) Where schemes have been cleared and funds a re p rovided or re leased and 

materia ls procured and reached the site such scheme may be executed as per 

programme.

I am directed to state that the Election Commiss ion has announced the schedule for holding 

Genera l Election to H<Juse of the People (Lok Sabha), 2024 and State Legislative Assemblies in the 

States of Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Odisha and Sikkim and c~rtain bye-elections, 

operation of 'MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT' comes into effect with the announcement of elections by 

the Commiss ion. In view of the elections, the Commission has given fo llowing directions for 

effective enfo rcement of provisions of MCC:-

1. Defacement of Property- ECI instructions co ntained in letter No. 3j7 /2023-SDR, dated 

12 th October, 2023, provid e for prevention of defacement of property. The Commission has 

di rected to ensure s trict compliance of its ins tructi on and to take time bound action as 

prescribed below-

(a) Defacement of Government property- For th is purpose a Government premise would 

in clude any Governm ent office and the cam pus w herein th e office building, compound 

and establishm ent are s ituated. All wall - writing, pos ters/pape rs or defacem ent in <my 

1 
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ot)1er rorm, inducing cutout)'noarO.ings, 'oanners, ~ags etc, on 'Uo\lemment 1YfO)Ycrt)l 

shall be removed within 24 hours from the announcement of elections by the Election 

Commission. 

(b) Defacement of public property and misuse of public space- All unauthorized 

political advertisement, in th e form of wall writing/posters/papers or defacement in 

any other form, cutout/hoardings, banners flags etc. at public property and in publi c 

space like railway station, Bus stands, Airports, railway Bridges, Roadways, 

government. buses, Electric/Telephone poles , municipaljlocal bodies' buildings etc., 

shall be removed within 48 hours from the ,announcement of elections. 

(c) Defacement of private property- Subject to any local law and Court's direction, ail 

unauthorized political advertisement di splayed at private property shall be removed 

within 72 hours from th e ann ouncement of elections by th e Election Commission. 

2. Misuse of official vehicle- The ECJ's Consol idated instructions contained in letter No. 

464/L&0/2023/EPS(Use ofVeh.), dated 26th June, 2023, among other things, provides that 

there shall be a total ban on use of officia l vehicle by any political party, candidate or 
' any other person connected with election (except officials performing any election 

related official duty) for campaigning, ·electioneering or election related travel during 

elections (subject to certain exception mentioned therein). The expressi on 'official 

vehicle' means and shall includ e, any vehicle used or capable of being used for the purpose 

of transport, whether prope1led by mechanical power or otherwise and will include tru cks, 

lorries, tempos, jeeps, cars, auto rickshaws, e-rickshaws, buses, belonging to Central 
i" ':(- " :;. ~ 1 

Government, State Government/UT Administrations, public undertakings of Central/State 

Government, Joint sector undertakings of Central/State Government, local bodies, municipal 

corporations, marketing boards, cooperative societies or any other body in \A.rhich public 

fund s, however small a portion of the totaL are invested. The CEOs/DEOs shall take 

necessary action for compliance of ECl instructions within 24 hours of the 

announcement of the elections. 

3. Advertisement at the cost of public exchequer- ECJ instruct ions contained in letter No. 

437/6/INST /ECl/FUNCT /MCC/2024-(ADVERTISEMENTS), dated 2nd January, 2024 

p rovides that at the cost of public exch equer in the newspapers and other media and the 

misuse of official mass media duri ng the election peri od fo r partisan coverage of political 

news and publicity regarding achievements with a view to fur thering the prospects of th e 

pa rty in power shall be scrup ulously avoided. No adve rti sem ents shall be iss ued in 
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electronic and print media highlighting th e achi evements of the Go vt. at the cost of public 

excheq uer. If any adverti sement has already been released for telecast/broadcast or 

publi cation in the print media , it must be ensured that th e telecast/ broadcast of such ads on 

electronic media is stopped forthwith and that no such ad is published in any newspapers, 

magaz in es, et c., i.e. in print media, from th e date of ann ouncement and it should be 

immediately withdrawn. The CEOs/ DEOs have to take immediate action to 

removejstop any advertisement, in the print/e lectronic media, showing the 

achievements of the Government soon a fte r the announcement of elections. 

4. Photograph of political functionary at offi~iaJ website - ECI in struction contained in 

letter No. 43 7/6/INST / EC I/FUNCT / MCC/20 24(MCC ENFORCEMENT) dat ed 2nd January, 

2024 provid es that all references of Ministers, Politicians or po li tica l parties available on 

central/ state Government's offi cial websi te shall be removed. The CEOs have to ta ke 

immediate action to remove/hi de the pho tographs of any poli tical functi onary from 

offic ial websites of state depa rtment. 

5. Development/construction related activities- within 72 hours of announce ment of 

elections, the CEO/DEO shall obtai n the following list of works fo r reference in case of 

validating any complaint on vio lation of MCC: 

(i) List of work which has already been started on ground. 

(ii) List of fresh work whi ch has not started on ground. 

6. Activities for Expenditm·e Monitoring and enforcement of MCC- Flying s qu ad, FST, 

vid eo t eam, intensive checking for liquor / Cash/Contra banned drugs, flying squads of excis,e 

department to check illicit traffi cki ng of Drug/Narcot ics to be immediately activated after 

announcement. 

7. Complaint Monitoring System- The poll go ing stat es shall have a complaint redressal 

mechanism based on w ebsite and call center. The to ll free number of call center is 195 0. 

Complain ts ca n be registered by making calls to the to ll free call center nu mbers or on the 

website. Complainants will also be informed of the action taken by SMS and by the call 

center. Complai nants ca n also see the detai ls of the action taken on their complaints. This 

system should be operational within 24 hours of the announcement. All co mplai nts 

shoul d be dealt prom ptly and properly. The 24x7 control Room at the distri ct level m us t be 

activated and su ffi cien t de ploym ent of manpower and oth er logist ics be ensured in 

particula r, round the clock personnel shou ld be deployed in the control room a nd their duty 

roaster must be issued to avo id any evas ion or confusi on . 
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8. IT Application- All IT applicati ons in cluding official website and social med ia shall be 

operational with the announcement. 

9. Dissemination of information for Awareness of Voters and political parties. Publ icity 

of major election activity would be given through CEO/DEO/RO. For this purpose, a ll 

necessa ry information shall be dissem inated through radio, tv, cin ema, govern ment channel 

to di splay voter ed ucation material. 

10. Active cooperation from Educational Institutions and Civil Societies- Cooperation ca n 
" 

be sought fro m edu ca tional insti tutions a nd civil societies for giving wide publicity to the 

electi on related information to th e general publiJ:'and other stakehol ders. 

11. Media Centre- Efforts should be made for awareness among th e vote rs, political parties 

and other stakehold er through media center about election system including use of 

EVM j VVPAT. 

12. MCMC/DEMC- ECl instruction con tained in letter no. 491/MCMC/5/2023/Communi cation 

dated 24t11 August, 2023 provides that all registered political par ties will approach the 

Medi a Certification and Monitoring Commi ttees (MCMC) at Distri ct and State level, as th e 

case may be, for pre-certifi cation of their poli tical adNerti sements proposed to be issued on 

electronic media. The Commission has directed to ensure strict co mpliance of its 

instructions contained in above said letter. 

13. Control Room- The 24x7 control room at district level must be activated immediately 

and sufficient deployment of manpower and other logistics be ensured by the
