0. Hours for commencement and close of Poll

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3. Date & Time of Nomination to be filed: The Period of filing nomination papers to
the Returning Officer concerned will be from 4th September,2018 to 11th September,
2018 between the hour 11AM to 3PM except on holidays declared under N.I.Act.

4. District Election Officer: The District Magistrate & Collectors of all 8(Eight)
Districts of the State have been appointed as District Election Officers to co-ordinate and
supervise all works in the District and in the area within his jurisdiction in connection
with preparation of Electoral Rolls and Conduct of By-Elections to Panchayats as
provided under the provision of Section 179 of the Tripura Panchayats Act, 1993.

S. Electoral Registration Officer (ERO) & Returning Officer (RO): The Block
Development Officer of 35 (Thirty Five) Blocks namely Jubarajnagar / Kadamtala /
Kalacherra / Panisagar / Gournagar / Chandipur/ Kumarghat /Ambassa /Salema /
Durgachowmuhani/Khowai/ Kalyanpur/ Teliamura /Jirania /Bamutia /Mohanpur/ Old
Agartala/Dukli/Bishalgarh / Boxanagar / Kathalia / Nalchar / Mohanbhog /
Charilam /Amarpur / Kakraban /Matabari /Tepania /Bokafa/ Jolaibari / Hrishyamukh
/ Rajnagar / BC Nagar / Satchand & Poangbari R.D. Block have been appointed as ERO
for preparation of Electoral Rolls of the ZP/PS/GP constituencies and also Returning
Officers for conduct of election as provided under the Provision of Sub-Section-5 of
Section 176 and Sub-Section-6 of Section 176 of the Tripura Panchayats Act, 1993.

The DM & Collectors of West Tripura District, Khowai District, Dhalai District,
Unakoti District and South District have been appointed as Returning Officer for conduct
of election for Zilla Parishad Constituencies under their District under the provision of
Sub-Section {6) of Section 176 of the Tripura Panchayats Act, 1993.

6. Electoral Rolls: As per rule the Electoral Rolls of the concerned ZP/PS/GP
constituencies have been prepared by segregating the Assembly Electoral Rolls now in
force in the State , prepared and revised with reference to 01.01.2018 as the qualifying
date, as relates to the area comprised within the ZP/PS/GP constituencies. The total
number of electors of all ZP/PS/GP constituencies as per finally published Electoral

Rolls are indicated below:

Total :- 785321
7. Polling Stations: The lists of Polling Station have been finalized. Total number of

Polling Stations are 1730 Nos (including 2 Auxiliary Polling Station) for concerned
ZP/PS/GP constituencies where casual vacancy occurred.

District wise breakup is indicated below:

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8. Identification of Voters: Compulsory identification of voters will be made in the
ensuing Bye Election to Panchayats, 2018. The electors who have been provided with
Electors Photo Identity Card (EPIC) shall be identified through Electors Photo Identity
Card (EPIC) only. They are to produce Electors Photo Identity Card (EPIC) to establish
identity at the polling station at the time of casting of votes. However, to ensure that no
voter is deprived of his/her franchise, if his/her name figures in the electoral Rolls,
he/she will be allowed to produce alternative documents to establish identity, apart from
Electors Photo Identity Card (EPIC).

9. Ballot Boxes:- Godrej or Bungo type ballot boxes will be used for conduct of Poll.

10. Ballot Papers: White colour papers for GP Seats, Pink colour papers for PS
Seats and Green colour papers for ZP Seats will be used for taking poll.

11. Counting of Votes: Counting of Votes will be done at Block Head Quarters which
has been approved by the State Election Commissioner. Counting will take place at 8.00
a.m. on 3¢ October, 2018 and will continue till completion.

12. Meeting with political parties: During the exercise for preparation of Electoral
Rolls and finalization of the list of Polling Stations, the EROs (BDOs) and DEOs held
meetings with the representatives of all recognized National and State political parties.
Another meeting with the political parties will be held shortly to discuss on various

points relating to conduct of By Election to Panchayats by the respective Returning
Officers.

13. Law and Order: The State Election Commissioner, Tripura held a meeting with the
Police Authorities and Administrative Authorities on 3rd August and 21st Agust,2018 and
discussed about Law and Order situation of the State and requirement of Police forces.
The Police Authorities will assess the requirement of Police forces and make appropriate
arrangements with the available resources for smooth and peaceful conduct for By
Election to Panchayats in the State.

14. Model Code of Conduct: Consequent on the announcement of the schedule for
the By Election to Panchayats through this Press Note, the Model Code of Conduct for
guidance of political parties and candidates comes into operation with immediate effect
in the respective Panchayats Constituency areas only. This will be applicable to all
political parties and to the State Government. The State Election Commissioner, Tripura
calls upon all the political parties, candidates and the State Government to strictly
adhere to the Model Code of Conduct, which is a unique document, evolved with the
consensus of all political parties in the Country. This is necessary to ensure free and fair
poll in the State.
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15. The State Election Commissioner, Tripura is confident that the political parties,
the candidates, voting public and the entire election machinery will fully appreciate the
need for needful restraint and discipline to ensure free, fair and peaceful election.

16. The State Election Commissioner, Tripura recognizes and acknowledges the role of
media in the successful conduct of elections. The State Election Commissioner looks
forward for their total support and feedback that could help for successful conduct of

election.
